Jim Campbell (Bass) has had a passion for singing close harmony from a very young age. For 16
years, Jim has sung with the venerable Dapper Dans of Disneyland. He has been a soloist at All
Saints Church in Pasadena, CA for 16 years as well. Jim also sings with the popular mixed vocal jazz
quartet Ready, Willing & Mabel. As a freelance singer in Los Angeles, he has been a soloist with
the Pacific Symphony Pops, Santa Barbara Symphony and Foothill Master Chorale. He has
also sung with the Los Angeles Chamber Singers, Pacific Chorale, and the Angeles Chorale.
Jim’s film and television work includes Disney's The Haunted Mansion, National Treasure 2, The
Simpsons, The Tonight Show, That '70s Show, Home Improvement, and The Carson Daly
Show, amongst others. Jim's barbershop background includes singing with The Louisville
Thoroughbred Chorus. He currently is director of the Southland Harmony Chorus of Sweet
Adelines International.

Phil Gold (1% Tenor) has sung in such varied venues as the Walt Disney Concert Hall, the
Hollywood Bowl, the U.S.S. Constellation at sea, and The White House. He has sung with Los
Angeles Opera, the Los Angeles Master Chorale, and the Los Angeles Chamber Singers, toured
Brazil as one of the Ray Conniff Singers, and has toured Japan as a soloist with the Roger Wagner
Chorale three times. On stage, Phil has been part of vocal groups in the First National Tour of City of
Angels, and in regional productions of The Music Man, My Fair Lady, Forever Plaid, and Plaid
Tidings. Other stints with vocal groups have included The Dapper Dans of Disneyland and The
Alley Cats. Television appearances include Brooklyn Bridge, Christmas is Here Again, The
Christmas Wish, the ESPY Awards, the GRAMMY Awards, Ned & Stacey, Passions, The
Tonight Show, and commercials for amazon.com.

Dan Jordan (2" Tenor) has been a long-time member of the Barbershop Harmony Society
(SPEBSQSA). Over the years, Dan has won four medals in International competition with The Grand
Tradition and The 139th Street Quartet, as well as a gold medal with The New Tradition. Dan’s
groups have toured to Canada, Europe, and Mexico, shared the stage with the King’s Singers at the
Barbican Centre, and sung with Neil Diamond on his two multi-platinum Christmas recordings. He
also has the singing voice of Homer Simpson on Fox TV's The Simpsons. Dan sang baritone for 6
years with Main Street’'s own The Dapper Dans of Disneyland. He has appeared on Arrested
Development, Big Brother 8, Blossom, Christmas is Here Again, ER, the ESPY Awards, That
Was The Week That Was, and numerous commercials for amazon.com. Additionally, Dan owns

era vocal jazz group, Vocalworks. This "hip" group prominently featured Tim's scat-singing and
ukulele playing. They appeared on Garrison Keillor's national radio show, A Prairie Home
Companion, and toured to Sweden. Tim also has sung tenor and baritone with that famous
barbershop quartet, The Dapper Dans of Disneyland, in both the 1970s and 1990s. Most recently,
Disneyland audiences have seen him as a guitar playing pirate with The Bootstrappers. His
television and film appearances include Disney's The Haunted Mansion, Home Improvement,
That ‘70s Show, and holiday commercials for amazon.com.
